3 Operating

Adjusting strap thickness

Before setting the tool into
operation, make sure that
the tool has been adjusted
to the correct thickness of
strapping in use.

— Insert strap and tension it.

— In tensioned condition tum set screw
(Fig.1/1) up to the clamp frame
(Fig.1/2).

— If the strap slips, the threaded pin
must loosened'/, -/, rotation.

— Slide seal from the front into the tool
up to the stop with the opening of the
seal facing outwards.

— Pull strap from dispenser and lead
around package. Insert strap into
seal, cutter and windlass.
